This seminar will bring together the combined areas of interest and influence of UKELA and the UK Association for European Law (UKAEL) to focus on the role of the EU in leading climate change policy globally. 

The speeches, panel discussion and plenary debate will be an opportunity to explore themes including - 
• the historic compared to the future role of the EU; 
• how the EU experience - of developing harmonised legal rules at EU level and their implementation, often at a sectoral level, by Member State operating different legal systems - can be utilised in developing international co-ordination on climate change; 
• the effectiveness of market mechanisms versus command and control mechanisms which have been developed across the EU for controlling carbon emissions and what lessons can be learnt from their successes and failures; and 
• whether there is a role for the EU, in attempting to level the playing field for the benefit of EU businesses subjected to EU environmental regulation, to drive the development of global carbon standards for manufacturing. For example, could the EU restrict access to the EU market for imports manufactured in carbon intensive conditions?
